We have been given to believe that Government intends to
send a helping hand to all Colleges; Government or private, aid-
ed or unaided, and that, in order to give effect te this intention,
has expressed a desire to be informed of' the condition of the
Colleges, This has made inspection of Colleges a necessity, 'Lhe
Universities Act no doubt, provides for such inspections, but
it wli be somelime before such inspections cun be provid-
ed forby legalized regulations.

for the purpose. This means immense cost, but a liberal
grant has, we understand, been sanctioned for the nurpost
from the.

Under these circumstances,
the University need not at-present caterfor the general reauing
of the student ‘community. Even if the object of the University
is toprovide for advanged study Oy ajudicious coliection of valu-
abie bocks of reférence, we mmay say that the Colleges may to a
cerlain extent be expected to do symething in this direction.
What we baaly want in’ this eity is a good laberatory.
It is here that thé Colleges with one solitary exception are
veiy genntily equiﬁpgd At a time when the University is
tlynking of including a few science subjeects as optional
branches of study at the Matriculation, creating a science side
to the exifminations above the Matiiculation stage, and-plzeing.
the Degree examinations in science on a sotind focting, what
is imperatively necded is a well-eqmpped' Laboratory for the
benefit of the Colleges that can but ill .fford to equip
t-hemsehres with this expensive adjunct. It is exactly in this
‘mattey t.lu;ut the. Colleges look forward to and deserve help
from - the University. :
