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The iremoval of several of the School-classes to a hired building
in Lhe immediate neighbourhood has placed the cnlire third and
[ourth storeys of the School-building at the disposal of the College.
This has brought about a marked improvement of the accom-
modation for the College Department. The old library-room has
now been made a part of the Botanical Labotatory and the Library ‘
has been removed to the large hall where the Fourth Year B, A,
Class used to sit. The spacious hall with its excellent arrangement
of light and air now serves not only as the Library but also as
a commodious reading-room for students at off-time. The Fourth
Year B, A, Class has been removed 1o an equally large hall in the
third storey of the School-building and another large hall in the
same storey serves as a lecture-hall for the Intermediate Students.
The three rooms that form the fuurth storey serve as tutorial classes.
Ve further hope that the day is not far-off when the whole School

Department will be remnoved to a building of its own, thus leiﬂng
the lowes storeys of the School- hulldmg at the d-spus-al QIthe
