¢ This Fstitution was founded under the name of Bangabasi Schoo!l in
Milj" 1886. Thn success of the Se¢hool in the first year of its exibtence led the
founder tu add to it a College Department, which was affiliated to the F, A,
Standard in June 1887 and to the B, A, and B, L. Standards in March 18¢6.
The College also prepared students for the M. A, Examination. Under the
Universities Act ¢f 1904, affiliatior*in the Intermediate Standard in Arts was
restricted to the subjects of English, Bengali, Sanskrit, Mathematics, Hisfmy,
Logic, Physics, Chemistry and Botany and in' the same standard in Science
restricted, to the subjects of English, Bengali, Mathematics, Physics, Chemistry
and Botany ; and in the B, A, Standard réstricted to the subjects of English
(PPass and Hunu'ur;), Bmigali, Sanskrit (Pass and Honours), Mathematics
(Pass and Honours), History (Pass), and Political Economy & Political
Philosophy (Pass) and in the B, Sc. Standard in the subjects of Physics (Pass),
Chemistry {Pass), Botany (Pass), and Mathematics (Pass and Honours).

The Arts Department of the College has, in addition to lecture work,
provision [or regular tutorial help and exercise work, conducted by the
Professors in charge of the respective sl'lhjecfs with the help of tutors and
supervised and scrutinized by Babu Lalitkumar Eaner;ee, the Senior Prolessor
of English.

The Science Departinent consists of a lecture gﬁllery htted up wilh the
modern requirements of bcmnce—te.a.chmg, a Phjsici L'aburatnr}', a Chemistry
Laboratory and a Botanical La.huratnr}- for lntermedmte Students = and two
Physics Laboratories, one Chemical Laboratory and two Botanicii Laboratories
for B. A. and B. Sc. students. (Gas, water and electric connexions have been
so laid out that the students working in the laboratories may have a plentiful
supply of these necessary adjuncts of practical work. The laboratory rooms
are lighted up with powerful electric lamps so that practical work wheo
necessary is continued right into-the early part of the night. The laboratory
work is conducted by the Professors and Demonstrators and scrutinized by the
Principal.

The tutorial and exercise work in the Arts subjects and practical laboratory
work in the Science subjects are recorded’ in manuscript books of prescribed
size with a prml:r.d Cnllege label attached to each. These manuscript books
are :areful]y scrutinized, corrected and iiitialed by the Professors, Tutors and

Demonstrators in charge. :

Society’s Journal, the Linnazan Society's Journal, and The ]uprnal of Fh]rsms

are subscribed. In the spacious Library, tables and seats have heen arranged °

for the boys to consult the books, the scientific Journals and other periadicals
during their leisure hours, Excepting thc prescribed text-books and books of
reference, all other books are lent out to studen ts, one volume at a time,. to be
returned after a week. '

The College has been publishing since |anuary 1903, a magazine styled
the Bangabasi College Magazine which is issued every month excepting
during vacation months. Contributions (in English, Bengali and Sanskrit
are received from students and ex-students of fhe College as well as from
members of the staff, No contributions from outsiders are accepted,
Educational matters and news mainly connected with the University form Lhe
contents of the news column of the. Magazine, Political and controversial
matters are on principle eschewed as unwholesome and beyond the range of
students, It further affords an-exercise-ground fur the students to try their
powers of composition ; above all it tends to promote an esprit de corps to
which we attach very great importance and which is one of the most potent
factors in creating and upholding a genuine College life and College atmos-
phere. In pussuance of this object, a Sporting Club has been organized
under whose aua;uces the Gollege often enters for the Elliot Shield and other
prizes open to College 5pdrtmg clubs. It thus enables the boys to spend- their

alternoons in manly open-air games wherein 1s developed Lhe spirit of CO-_
operation and healthy rivalry so essential to the growth of a sturdy manhood.

Further, there exist a Literary Society and ag Economics Association, the latter
cond.cted by the B. A. students.

The monthly tuition fee is Rs, 5 for the Intermediate classes, Rs. 6 or Rs, 5
